Past Weather of Provinces (23rd - 29th 

November, 2020) 

 

Punjab 

Light to moderate rainfall reported from a few 

stations in Potohar Region during the week. 

Weekly maximum and minimum temperatures 

recorded as 21.7°C & 9.1°C respectively. For the 

recent week on average 72.9 growing degree days 

were accumulated. Average relative humidity 

recorded as 65% and wind speed in the 

morning/evening recorded as 1.2/2.3 Knots. 

During the previous week the highest precipitation 

was recorded as 40.81 mm at Murree while the 

lowest minimum temperature was recorded as -

1.0°C  at Murree. 

 

Baluchistan 

Light to moderate rainfall reported from 

Baluchistan during the week. Weekly maximum 

and minimum temperatures recorded as 23.0°C & 

8.3°C respectively. For the recent week on average 

74.4 growing degree days were accumulated. 

Average relative humidity recorded as 49% and 

wind speed in the morning/evening recorded as 

2.1/4.4 Knots. During the previous week the 

highest precipitation was recorded as 23.0 mm at 

Lasbella while the lowest minimum temperature 

was recorded as -5.0°C at Kalat. 

 

Khyber Pakhtunkhwa 

Light to moderate rainfall reported from Khyber 

Pakhtunkhwa during the week. Weekly maximum 

and minimum temperatures recorded as 14.3°C & 

3.7°C respectively. For the recent week on average 

31.2 growing degree days were accumulated. 

Average relative humidity recorded as 79% and 

wind speed in the morning/evening recorded as 

0.9/1.2 Knots. During the previous week the 

highest precipitation was observed as 51.0 mm at 

Balakot while the lowest minimum temperature 

was recorded as -9.5°C at Kalam. 

 

Sindh 

Light rainfall reported from a few stations in Sindh 

during the week. Weekly maximum and minimum 

temperatures recorded as 24.9°C & 11.7°C 

respectively. For the recent week, on average 93.3 

growing degree days were accumulated. Average 

relative humidity recorded as 63% and wind speed 

in the morning/evening recorded as 2.5/4.2 Knots. 

During the previous week the highest precipitation 

was recorded as 5.0 mm at Dadu while the lowest 

minimum temperature was recorded as 6.5°C at 

Mithi.  

 

Gilgit-Baltistan and Azad Jammu & Kashmir 

Light to moderate rainfall reported from Gilgit-

Baltistan and Kashmir during the week. Weekly 

maximum and minimum temperatures recorded as 

11.6°C & 1.3°C respectively. For the recent week 

on average 19.1 growing degree days were 

accumulated. Average relative humidity recorded 

as 70% and wind speed in the morning/evening 

recorded as 0.8/1.3 Knots. During the previous 

week the highest precipitation was observed as 

62.5 mm at Garhi Dupatta while the lowest 

minimum temperature was recorded as -6.0°C at 

Gupis.

Rawalpindi (Potohar region) 

Rainfall reported as 36.0 mm from Rawalpindi 

during the week; however, cloudiness in the 

morning/evening recorded as 4.0/4.9 Oktas while, 

average relative humidity observed as 80%. Mean 

day time temperature recorded as 6.6°C & for the 

recent week 55.9 growing degree days 

accumulated. Wind speed recorded in the 

morning/evening as 0.6/0.9 Knots. 

 

Faisalabad (Central Punjab) 

Rainfall reported as 0.8 mm from Faisalabad 

during the week; however, cloudiness in the 

morning/evening recorded as 4.1/3.7 Oktas while, 

average relative humidity observed as 59%. Mean 

day time temperature recorded as 9.3°C & for the 

recent week 78.8 growing degree days 

accumulated. Wind speed recorded in the 

morning/evening as 0.6/1.0 Knots. 

Tandojam (Lower Sindh) 

Rainfall reported as 1.0 mm from Tandojam during 

the week; however, cloudiness in the 

morning/evening recorded as 1.3/1.8 Oktas while, 

average relative humidity observed as 62%. Mean 

day time temperature recorded as 9.1°C & for the 

recent week 81.1 growing degree days 

accumulated. Wind speed recorded in the 

morning/evening as 1.0/1.5 Knots. 

Usta Muhammad (Eastern Baluchistan) 

Rainfall reported as 1.0 mm from Usta Muhammad 

during the week; however, cloudiness in the 

morning/evening recorded as 1.4/0.8 Oktas while, 

average relative humidity observed as 65%. Mean 

day time temperature recorded as 10.4°C & for the 

recent week 82.5 growing degree days 

accumulated. Wind speed recorded in the 

morning/evening as 0.0/0.2 Knots. 

Quetta (Northern Baluchistan) 

Rainfall reported as 2.6 mm from Quetta during 

the week; however, cloudiness in the 

morning/evening recorded as 2.3/3.6 Oktas while, 

average relative humidity observed as 44%. Mean 

day time temperature recorded as 2.9°C & for the 

recent week 28.2 growing degree days 

accumulated. Wind speed recorded in the 

morning/evening as 1.9/2.2 Knots.

Multan 

Rainfall reported as Trace (not measurable) from 

Multan during the week; however, cloudiness in 

the morning/evening recorded as 3.1/2.0 Oktas 

while, average relative humidity observed as 66%. 

Mean day time temperature recorded as 8.7°C & 

for the recent week 74.2 growing degree days 

accumulated. Wind speed recorded in the 

morning/evening as 2.3/4.3 Knots. 
 

Lahore 

Rainfall reported as Trace (not measurable) from 

Lahore during the week; however, cloudiness in 

the morning/evening recorded as 2.9/3.3 Oktas 

while, average relative humidity observed as 62%. 

Mean day time temperature recorded as 11.5°C & 

for the recent week 83.7 growing degree days 

accumulated. Wind speed recorded in the 

morning/evening as 0.6/0.3 Knots. 

 

Zhob 

Rainfall reported as 10.0 mm from Zhob during the 

week; however, cloudiness in the morning/evening 

recorded as 2.1/3.1 Oktas while, average relative 

humidity observed as 56%. Mean day time 

temperature recorded as 12.9°C & for the recent 

week 103.5 growing degree days accumulated. 

Wind speed recorded in the morning/evening as 

2.9/3.9 Knots. 
 

Murree 

Rainfall reported as 40.8 mm from Murree during 

the week; however, cloudiness in the 

morning/evening recorded as 4.7/5.6 Oktas while, 

average relative humidity observed as 68%. Mean 

day time temperature recorded as 1.2°C & for the 

recent week 6.8 growing degree days accumulated. 

Wind speed recorded in the morning/evening as 

0.9/2.3 Knots. 

 

D.I. Khan 

Rainfall reported as Trace (not measurable) from 

D.I. Khan during the week; however, cloudiness in 

the morning/evening recorded as 3.6/3.4 Oktas 

while, average relative humidity observed as 69%. 

Mean day time temperature recorded as 9.1oC & 

for the recent week 77.0 growing degree days 

accumulated. Wind speed recorded in the 

morning/evening as 0.3/0.3 Knots. 
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Peshawar 

Rainfall reported as 11.3 mmm from Peshawar 

during the week; however, cloudiness in the 

morning/evening recorded as 4.7/5.9 Oktas while, 

average relative humidity observed as 79%. Mean 

day time temperature recorded as 7.3°C & for the 

recent week 56.3 growing degree days 

accumulated. Wind speed recorded in the 

morning/evening as 0.3/0.9 Knots. 

 

Kalam 

Rainfall reported as 41.0 mm from Kalam during 

the week; however, cloudiness in the 

morning/evening recorded as 4.6/6.0 Oktas while, 

average relative humidity observed as 75%. Mean 

day time temperature recorded as -5.8°C. Calm 

wind reported in the morning/evening.

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Findings of AgMIP Pakistan, University of Agriculture, Faisalabad 

 
1. There would be significant increase in temperature i.e., 2.8°C in day and 2.2°C in 

the night during mid-century (2040-2069). 

2. There would be significant variability in rainfall patterns (about 25% increase in 

summer & 12% decrease in winter during 2040-2069). 

3. Climate Change will affect the crop yields negatively (about 17% for rice and 14 

% for wheat). 

4. If there will be no adaptation to Climate Change, majority of farmers would be the 

economic losers. 

5. With Adaptation to Climate Change (through technology and management), there 

would be significant decrease in poverty and improvement in the livelihood of 

farming community.
