Above normal day time temperatures were 

observed almost all over the country during the last 

week with significant higher than normal 

temperatures in Kashmir, KP, and Upper Punjab.

Punjab 

Light to moderate rainfall reported from upper 

Punjab during the week. Weekly maximum and 

minimum temperatures recorded as 43.5°C & 

27.4°C respectively. For the recent week on 

average 213 growing degree days were 

accumulated. Average relative humidity recorded 

as 31% and wind speed in the morning/evening 

recorded as 5.0/4.8 Knots. During the previous 

week the highest precipitation was recorded as 

32.0 mm at Jhelum while the highest maximum 

temperature was recorded as 47.5°C at Bhakkar. 

 

Baluchistan 

Light to moderate rainfall reported from 

Baluchistan during the week. Weekly maximum 

and minimum temperatures recorded as 38.4°C & 

23.7°C respectively. For the recent week on 

average 182.5 growing degree days were 

accumulated. Average relative humidity recorded 

as 36% and wind speed in the morning/evening 

recorded as 1.6/6.9 Knots. During the previous 

week the highest precipitation was recorded as 

14.0 mm at Sibbi. During the previous week the 

highest maximum temperature was recorded as 

48.5°C at Sibbi. 

 

Khyber Pakhtunkhwa 

Light rainfall reported from Khyber Pakhtunkhwa 

during the week. Weekly maximum and minimum 

temperatures recorded as 37.5°C & 20.8°C 

respectively. For the recent week on average 169.3 

growing degree days were accumulated. Average 

relative humidity recorded as 41% and wind speed 

in the morning/evening recorded as 0.8/4.2 Knots. 

During the previous week the highest precipitation 

was recorded as 14.8 mm at Kalam while the 

maximum highest temperature was recorded as 

46.0°C at Cherat. 

  

Sindh 

Dry weather reported from Sindh during the week. 

Weekly maximum and minimum temperatures 

recorded as 41.8°C & 27.0°C respectively. For the 

recent week, on average 205.7 growing degree 

days were accumulated. Average relative humidity 

recorded as 31% and wind speed in the 

morning/evening recorded as 1.0/6.4 Knots. 

During the previous week the highest maximum 

temperature was recorded as 48.5°C at Dadu. 

 

Gilgit -Baltistan and Azad Jammu & Kashmir 

Light rainfall reported from Gilgit-Baltistan & 

Kashmir during the week. Weekly maximum and 

minimum temperatures recorded as 33.4°C & 

17.5°C respectively. For the recent week on 

average 143.2 growing degree days were 

accumulated. Average relative humidity recorded 

as 48% and wind speed in the morning/evening 

recorded as 6.4/8.2 Knots. During the previous 

week the highest precipitation was recorded as 

23.9 mm at Rawalakot while the highest maximum 

temperature was recorded as 43.3°C at Kotli.
